I​ ​looked​ ​up​ ​the​ ​word​ ​trust​ ​in​ ​the​ ​dictionary.​ ​The​ ​definition​ ​read,​ ​“​ ​a​ ​confident​ ​reliance​ ​on​ ​the​ ​integrity 
veracity,​ ​or​ ​justice​ ​of​ ​another;​ ​confidence​ ​faith,​ ​also​ ​the​ ​person​ ​or​ ​thing​ ​trusted.”​ ​Before​ ​Al-Anon​ ​I 
confused​ ​trust​ ​with​ ​gullibility.​ ​I​ ​would​ ​believe​ ​what​ ​I​ ​was​ ​told​ ​regardless​ ​of​ ​how​ ​many​ ​times​ ​it​ ​was 
proven​ ​untrue….Before​ ​Al-Anon​ ​I​ ​would​ ​have​ ​thought​ ​that​ ​I​ ​must​ ​simply​ ​accept​ ​without​ ​question​ ​or 
without​ ​further​ ​investigation….A​ ​part​ ​of​ ​my​ ​trust​ ​must​ ​be​ ​trusting​ ​that​ ​the​ ​person​ ​or​ ​thing​ ​will​ ​be 
accountable​ ​and​ ​thus​ ​willing​ ​to​ ​explain​ ​their​ ​answers.​ ​We​ ​place​ ​our​ ​trust​ ​in​ ​a​ ​Higher​ ​Power.​ ​Then 
we​ ​trust​ ​our​ ​leaders​ ​to​ ​act​ ​in​ ​our​ ​best​ ​interest​ ​-​ ​to​ ​fulfill​ ​their​ ​responsibilities.
